Better Sound

Step-Up flutes offer pure sterling silver construction
that produces a clearer, warmer tone than their
nickel-silver, beginner-level counterparts.

The change of material is most noticeable in the
head joint of the flute. As a result, many brands offer
a sterling silver head joint with a nickel silver body;
this affordable option is very popular with students
making their first upgrade.

Fine Control of Pitch

Perhaps the easiest way to tell a Step-Up apart from
a beginner-level instrument is the open-hole keys.
These allow flutists to use alternate fingerings for
notes, which in turn enables the player to effortlessly
play in tune.

Lower Notes

All Step-Up flutes offer an extended B foot joint
capable of playing a low-B. This extra length also
helps to warm the overall tone of the instrument.
